Program Information: The June 2010 National Queer Arts Festival will provide grants between $100 and $500 to inventive projects in any artistic medium that build community through the arts. The theme of 2010 Festival is Making History. If you propose work that explores this theme your proposal will be much more competitive, since we want to commission work that will be presented as part of the 2010 June Festival. We are looking for work that explores how San Francisco’s Queer community has made and continues to make history. Successful applicants will also receive a free venue, technical production staff, publicity assistance and a share of the box office. 

Eligibility: To be eligible to apply, you must attend today’s two-hour workshop and sign the registration sheet. You must submit your application by the deadline above.  There will be no exceptions to these two rules. 

Decision-making Process: A peer-review panel of queer artists will identify the most promising projects and invite the finalists to an interview. Panelists will evaluate proposals and make their final decision based on the following evaluation criteria: 


Artistic integrity and originality


The project’s relationship to the theme


The project’s potential impact on the Queer community


The applicant's capacity to complete the project. 

Please respond briefly to the following questions in one two-sided page (maximum): 

1. Summarize the project for which you are requesting funds.  

2. What is the topic? Why is your project significant?

3. Who will be involved in the work’s creation and production/ exhibition?

4. What production needs do you foresee (eg projection, dance floor, rigging, size of stage etc)?

Question one (Summary) suggested template:
